
SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 1096

WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is pleased to

recognize the City of Grapevine on the occasion of the grand

opening of the Palace Arts Center, which includes the Lancaster

Theatre and the Palace Theatre Center; and


WHEREAS, The Palace Theatre Center has been undergoing

restoration for the past three years, and a special donor dinner

has been planned to celebrate its completion; and


WHEREAS, The Palace Theatre Center is owned by the Grapevine

Heritage Foundation, a charitable organization created in 1991 when

the Grapevine City Council decided to salvage the theater; and


WHEREAS, The Lancaster Theatre is a black box theater

that was built in the theater‑in‑the‑round fashion next to the

Palace Theatre Center; it was named after two of Grapevine's

more prominent citizens, Dr. Minnie Lee and Dr. Ed Lancaster, who

made a major donation to the Palace Theatre Center restoration;

and


WHEREAS, The total cost to restore the Palace Theatre Center

and to build the Lancaster Theatre Center was $5 million; citizens

and corporate sponsors have paid one half that amount, and the

city has guaranteed to make up the balance; corporate sponsors

are being recognized on the special "Wall of Stars" inside the

Lancaster Theatre; and


WHEREAS, Exemplifying the Art Deco style of the 1940s,

the theaters are a valuable asset to the City of Grapevine, and

the city council and area citizens deserve to be proud of this

exciting cultural project; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

77th Legislature, hereby commend the Grapevine City Council,

the donors to the Palace Arts Center, the Grapevine Heritage

Foundation Board of Directors, and the residents of Grapevine

on the completion of this historical project; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That a copy of this Resolution be prepared in

honor of the Palace Arts Center as an expression of esteem from

the Texas Senate.
