the football team; and

advisor for Merck, has been a board member of the Sun Bowl

Association since 1992; as the 66th President of the Sun Bowl

Association for 2000‑2001, he has played a vital role in carrying

on the grand occasion of El Paso's Sun Bowl games; now, therefore,
