the 34th consecutive year; and


WHEREAS, Clyde has been involved with the Sun Bowl

Association since 1992, and he served as the association's

president from 1998 through 1999; a successful businessman,

he is currently the owner and chief operations officer of

Desert Eagle Distributing of El Paso and Roswell, New Mexico;

and


WHEREAS, Clyde has served as president of the Texas Food

Industry Association and the Corpus Christi Retail Grocers

Association and as a board member of the Texas Oil Marketers

Association Insurance Trust; and


WHEREAS, In addition to his professional affiliations,

Clyde serves such organizations as the El Paso Association for

the Performing Arts, the El Paso Chamber of Commerce, and the

El Paso Hispanic Chamber of Commerce; and
