State University's 11th president on June 4, 1996; and


WHEREAS, The major focus of Dr. Marks's administration has

been the use of technology for instructional programs, student

retention, fundraising, and international activities; and


WHEREAS, His pursuit of service to humankind is demonstrated

through his lifetime involvement in education and community service

and as a mentor to thousands of students; and


WHEREAS, To his students and colleagues, he is highly

respected as a man of integrity, warmth, and good humor; he works

assiduously as a citizen of the community and leads through example

and courteous statesmanship; and


WHEREAS, Bobby Kees Marks has demonstrated the dedication,

commitment, and fairness essential for success in this esteemed

position throughout his tenure; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Marks has given generously of his time and

experience to the citizens of Walker County and the City of

Huntsville, and his service has been an asset to the State of Texas;

now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

77th Legislature, hereby commend Bobby Kees Marks for his

distinguished tenure with the Texas State University System and

Sam Houston State University, in particular, and extend to him

sincere best wishes for much happiness and success in years to
