Texas and the Southwest; a versatile artist, he is comfortable

with several different styles, including honky‑tonk, western,

sing‑along, rock and roll, religious, ragtime, and boogie‑woogie;

WHEREAS, During his music career, Bob has played with more

than 20 bands and recorded 10 albums; he currently records for

the Buffalo Bop record company in Hamburg, Germany, and has sold

almost 4,000 records in Europe; and


WHEREAS, A regular player on the San Antonio music scene

since 1964, Bob has endeared himself to music lovers throughout

the city; in addition to his recurring presence at the Old

San Francisco Steak House, he has played in many small clubs

throughout the city; and


WHEREAS, Bob Baker has spent his life sharing his gift for

music with others, and his affinity for those styles and sounds

that typified the old Southwest have helped preserve the musical

heritage of our state; Texas is truly fortunate to count this

talented gentleman as one of its citizens; now, therefore, be it
