WHEREAS, Mr. Shelton gave generously of his time and talent to his community in roles that included president of the Lubbock Lions Club, Sunday school teacher with Westminster Presbyterian Church, and delegate to the 1968 Democratic National Convention; his civic contributions were recognized by the Lubbock Sales Executive Association in 1976 when he was named executive of the year; and

WHEREAS, Although he will be deeply missed, Travis Shelton will long be remembered for his devotion to his family, profession, and community; now, therefore, be it
