WHEREAS, Following his graduation from the University of Houston Police Academy, Mr. Garcia spent two years with the constable's office in Montgomery County Precinct 2; for the past four years, he had been a highly valued member of the constable's staff in Precinct 5; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Garcia belonged to a large, affectionate, and close‑knit family and drew much of his strength from its warmth and vitality; his life was also enriched by many close friends and sustained by a profound and abiding faith; and

WHEREAS, All who knew David Garcia were impressed by his professional expertise, his cheerful nature, and his eagerness to render help whenever and wherever he could; the deep devotion and respect felt for this officer was manifested at the service held for him at First Baptist Church of Magnolia, when a host of individuals gathered to celebrate his memory; and

WHEREAS, This esteemed Texan touched the lives of countless people through the greatness of his heart, and his life will be forever cherished by those who were privileged to share his love and friendship; now, therefore, be it
