R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, Toyota Motor Corporation recently announced plans to build its sixth North American assembly plant in San Antonio, and on behalf of all the state's citizens, this chamber would like to say to Toyota, "Tekisasu ni yookoso"‑‑Welcome to Texas; and

WHEREAS, Representing an $800 million investment by Toyota, the plant will manufacture approximately 150,000 Tundra full‑size trucks annually, beginning in 2006; and
