WHEREAS, Duly recognized for his efforts, Dr. Elliot has received such prestigious honors as the Lifetime Chiropractic Achievement Award, the William D. Harper Science of Existence Award, Pasadena's Citizen of the Year Award, and ACA's Doctor of the Year Award; and

WHEREAS, For 13 years, Dr. Elliot has been an exceptional asset to Texas Chiropractic College, reviving the institution from severe fiscal decline and advancing its national reputation for producing outstanding chiropractic physicians; now, therefore, be it
