WHEREAS, Managed by Inez Brown, R.N., the hospital's excellent program was initiated after the passage of House Bill 714 during the 76th Texas Legislature; the bill mandates the testing of newborns for hearing loss, since significant hearing impairment is a common developmental problem present at birth; and

WHEREAS, The staff of Presbyterian Hospital of Allen provides an exceptional service to the families of newborn babies, beginning with its offer of a hearing screen for infants during the birth admission; 98 percent of newborns are consequently screened at that time, and though 95 percent of the babies tested pass the birth admission screening process, those with abnormal results are reported to their attending physicians or health care provider, as well as to TDH; and
