WHEREAS, Residents of Katy may look forward to the diverse instructional education programs and enrichment activities of Jack and Sharon Rhoads Elementary School, as their implementation will surely enhance the learning experience of every student, in keeping with the example set by the school's remarkable namesakes; now, therefore, be it
