WHEREAS, A devoted family man as well, Dr. Carpenter and his wife, Sheri, are the proud parents of three children,  Catherine, Cole, and Case; when not at the office or hospital, he can often be found spending time with his family, working in the yard, painting, or fly fishing; and

WHEREAS, This accomplished Texan has garnered many prestigious accolades from his colleagues; he has also devoted his entire professional life toward the prevention and treatment of breast cancer, and through his compassion, skill, and intelligence Dr. Carpenter has helped to bring hope to countless patients and their families; now, therefore, be it
