WHEREAS, Dr. Franklyn Jenifer will soon begin a new chapter in his distinguished and multifaceted career as he steps down from his position as president of The University of Texas at Dallas (UTD); and

WHEREAS, Dr. Jenifer has led UTD through a period of unprecedented growth and has set high standards to which others may aspire; since he became president in 1994, the institution has had a 129 percent increase in research grants, has established a center devoted to research on sickle‑cell disease, and has hired its first Nobel laureate; and

WHEREAS, Through his vision and guidance, Dr. Jenifer has contributed immeasurably to the reputation of The University of Texas at Dallas as a vital center of higher education, and it is indeed appropriate to take this opportunity to recognize his tremendous dedication and numerous achievements; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 78th Texas Legislature, 3rd Called Session, hereby honor Dr. Franklyn  Jenifer on the occasion of his retirement as president of The University of Texas at Dallas and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
