BACKGROUND AND PURPOSE

Chapter 361 of the Local Government Code is entitled Municipal and County Authority Relating to Jails.  It comprises the following subchapters:

Subchapter A.
Criminal Justice Center in Certain Municipalities and Counties.

House Bill 681 would amend ( 361.067, appearing in subchapter E.  Under this law, a county may not establish a jail or similar facility in a city with a population of 1.5 million, and if the county jail would be within one-half mile of a school, college, or church.  H.B. 681 would repeal this restriction on county jails.

SECTION 1.
Amends Local Government Code ( 361.067 to permit county jails in a city with a population of 1.5 million to be located within one-half mile of a public school, higher educational institution, or place of worship.
