H.B. 1836 amends the Agriculture Code by providing a general definition of (livestock,( which is (cattle, horses, mules, asses, sheep, goats, and hogs, unless otherwise defined.(
The bill also amends or repeals other sections of the Agriculture Code to acknowledge the general definition of (livestock.(
