WHEREAS, In 2001, thanks in large measure to Mr. Farr's skilled guidance, Children's Medical Center was named by Child magazine as one of the 10 best pediatric hospitals in the nation; Mr. Farr himself has been recognized by his community for his exceptional efforts in behalf of children, receiving the Jess Hay Award from The Child Care Group, a Distinguished Service Award from the Child and Family Guidance Center, the Boone Powell, Sr. Award of Excellence from the Dallas‑Fort Worth Hospital Council, and the Bill and Angela Barrett Award for Loving Kids from Meeting Professionals International; and

WHEREAS, Active in his church and devoted to his wife and children, Mr. Farr is a firm believer in the importance of faith and family; he is married to Wanda and blessed with four children: Ashley; Lisa, married to Patrick Neal and mother of Connor and Cooper; Shanon, married to Michael Patrick and mother of MacKenzie and Michael; and Denton, married to Marie and father of Will and Hannah; and
