Nixon, Ms. Vogelpohl was selected to serve on the Department of Defense Advisory Committee on Women in Service; in this capacity, she promoted the role of women in the military and helped to ensure that women were accepted into all military institutions; and

WHEREAS, Kris Anne Vogelpohl has generously devoted her time and energy to the well‑being of her fellowman, and her hard work in behalf of Prevent Blindness and numerous other vital organizations indeed merits special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
