WHEREAS, In recognition of her dedication to her community, she was elected mayor of Port Neches in 1996, and she held that position at the time of her death; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Monk served in numerous positions in her community, including president of the South East Texas Regional Planning Commission, board member of the Port Neches Chamber of Commerce, and president of the Texas Association of Regional Councils of Government; and

WHEREAS, Duly recognized for her efforts, Mayor Monk was honored with the Tom Bradley Leadership Award in 2002, was named Distinguished Citizen of the Year by the Port Neches Rotary Club, and was presented the Yellow Rose of Texas award by Representative Allan Ritter on behalf of Governor Rick Perry; and

WHEREAS, This beloved woman considered her four children and nine grandchildren to be the most important people in her life; her love of the Port Neches community and her dedication to its well‑being will long be remembered, and her memory will surely live on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives she touched; now, therefore, be it
