Bush nominated him for service as a member of the National Advisory Council to the National Endowment for the Humanities; and

WHEREAS, With a list of achievements too numerous to mention, Dr. Lassiter has justly received significant accolades throughout the years; a devoted husband, father, and grandfather, and role model to many, this fine gentleman is truly worthy of being named an Outstanding Texan; now, therefore, be it
