WHEREAS, In 1983, Mr. Puente retired from Smith Chevrolet, bringing to a close a career characterized by integrity and dedication; he spends his golden years in the embrace of his children, grandchildren, and great‑grandchildren, reminiscing about his rich and rewarding life; now, therefore, be it
