WHEREAS, While a migrant worker in the San Joaquin Valley, he developed the strong work ethic that remained with him the rest of his life and contributed to the humility and compassion that played such an integral part in his character; and

WHEREAS, In Austin, he owned Aguallo Florist for 30 years and was widely respected as a businessman and friend to the community; Mr. Aguallo attended Our Lady of Guadalupe Catholic Church and belonged to the Christian movement called the Curcillistas; he and his wife, Frances, led religious pilgrimages that enabled senior citizens from Austin to visit holy places throughout Texas and Mexico; and

WHEREAS, This esteemed gentleman left a lasting, positive influence on the world in which he lived, and the spirit of Mr. Aguallo will continue to live in the hearts of those individuals who were fortunate enough to have known him; now, therefore, be it
