WHEREAS, The mother of two daughters, Ms. Womack never loses sight of the importance of her family or her values of fairness and compassion; she has touched the hearts of millions of people across the globe with her words and her voice, and she is a great source of pride to all her fellow Texans; now, therefore, be it
