WHEREAS, This sensitive young man delighted his family and  friends with his kind heart, sweet spirit, and a joyful sense of humor that kept everyone around him laughing; and

WHEREAS, John maintained a creative writing journal, an idea that drew inspiration from J. R. R. Tolkien's The Lord of the Rings, and his plans for the future included a desire to become a writer; and

WHEREAS, Although it is immeasurably painful to say good‑bye to one so young and full of promise, it is fitting to remember that while John's time here was all too brief, his presence profoundly  affected all those whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
