WHEREAS, Through their interest in state government and participation in their community, the members of the scholars group have demonstrated leadership and an understanding of the need for citizen involvement that is certain to serve this state well in years to come; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 78th Texas Legislature hereby recognize the Capitol Scholars group and honor these fine young men and women for a job well done; and, be it further
