WHEREAS, Under Coach Marlin's expert direction, the men's basketball program has become a source of great pride to all those associated with Sam Houston State University, and it is indeed appropriate that he receive special legislative recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 78th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Bob Marlin on his team's exceptional performance during the 2002‑2003 season and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
