WHEREAS, Both are graduates of Sam Houston State University and chose education as their profession; Mrs. Fussell went on to earn a master's degree from the University of Houston and establish a career as an educator, while Mr. Fussell earned a master's degree from The University of Texas and was employed as a school administrator and teacher; and
