WHEREAS, Appreciated for his many good works, he was the recipient of a 2000 Brotherhood/Sisterhood Award from the National Conference for Community and Justice, as well as numerous other awards; and

WHEREAS, We are blessed to have this esteemed clergyman with us today, and it is fitting that the members of this chamber welcome him; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 78th Texas Legislature hereby commend the Reverend Tyrone D. Gordon, pastor of St. Luke Community United Methodist Church in Dallas, and thank him for his service as Pastor of the Day; and, be it further
