R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, The recent economic recession has had a detrimental effect throughout this state and nation, but Valley residents have been especially hard hit because of widespread poverty in the area; and

WHEREAS, In San Benito, however, the economy is gaining strength in an impressive manner; its city sales tax growth rate is in the double digits and is the second highest among the largest Rio Grande Valley cities; and
