WHEREAS, Highly regarded by his neighbors and fellow ranchers, Mr. Woodward was a director of the Federal Land Bank, a former president of the Pecos County Farm Bureau, an honorary lifetime member of the Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers Association, and a member of the Texas Southwest Cattle Raisers Association and many other agricultural organizations; he was also a valued congregant of the Church of Christ; and
WHEREAS, Those who were privileged to know Louis Ferrell Woodward will long miss his presence, but his generous spirit will live on in the hearts of the countless people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
