WHEREAS, A former member of the U.S. President's White House Advisory Board for Historically Black Colleges, Dr. Reed was a tenured professor at Columbia College of South Carolina from 1994 to 1998 and also served as dean of the Leadership Institute; in addition, she taught in the doctoral program at United Theological Seminary in Dayton, Ohio, and in the master's conflict resolution program at Antioch University in Ohio; and
WHEREAS, During her tenure as the first woman president of Philander Smith College in Little Rock, Arkansas, Dr. Reed broke all school fund-raising records, a tribute to her visionary leadership and magnetic personality; already, she has demonstrated a clearly defined plan for the future of Bethune-Cookman College, and she will undoubtedly continue to achieve greatness in all her pursuits; now, therefore, be it
