WHEREAS, Held in warm regard and affection for his longtime work with the Miss Northeast Tarrant Scholarship Organization and the Miss Texas Scholarship Pageant, Basil McDaniel has made many good friends and accumulated countless fond memories over the years, and he remains an inspiration to all who know him; now, therefore, be it
