WHEREAS, Winning a state title requires an exceptional degree of ability along with an unparalleled desire to succeed, and this championship season will stand as a cherished memory for these young athletes and a source of pride for their fellow students and community supporters; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature, 3rd Called Session, hereby congratulate the boys' swimming and diving team of Westlake High School on winning the UIL Class 5A State Championship and extend to them sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
