WHEREAS, Dr. Richardson earned his bachelor's and master's degrees at Colby College in Maine and his doctoral degree from the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, all in the field of mechanical engineering; after serving for a time with the U.S. Army at the Ballistics Research Laboratory, he returned to MIT, where he eventually became associate dean of the College of Engineering; in addition, he was chief scientist of the U.S. Department of Transportation for two years; and
WHEREAS, Widely recognized for his accomplishments, Dr. Richardson has received a host of honors, including election to the National Academy of Engineering, the Rufus Oldenburger Medal, the Centennial Medal, and the Benjamin Garver Lamme Medal, to name but a few; and
WHEREAS, Throughout his rich and accomplished career, Herbert Richardson has earned the lasting respect and admiration of his colleagues and students for his leadership, dedication, and scholarship, and his legacy of excellence will not soon be forgotten; now, therefore, be it
