WHEREAS, Senator Armbrister, who has served as acting governor and president pro tempore of the senate, has been honored by law enforcement, teacher and education, healthcare, and other organizations for his dedication to the people of Texas; he has twice been named a Top Ten Crime Fighter by the Greater Dallas Crime Commission and has been honored by the Texas Chambers of Commerce and Business for his legislative leadership and exemplary record of public service; and
WHEREAS, Having served under five governors and five lieutenant governors, Ken Armbrister has gained a wealth of invaluable knowledge and experience during his terms with the Texas Legislature, and his impressive tenure has earned him the respect and admiration of his colleagues in both the house and the senate, and of the people of the Lone Star State; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature, 3rd Called Session, hereby recognize the Honorable Ken Armbrister on his retirement from the Texas Senate and extend best wishes to him for continued success and good fortune in all his endeavors; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for Senator Armbrister as an  expression of high regard by
his colleagues in the Texas House of Representatives.
