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R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, The measure of a person can often be judged by the opinions of those who work alongside him, and in the case of Ruben Hope, the universal admiration and respect of his staff attests to a man of generosity, compassion, and honesty; these qualities are also exemplified in his community volunteerism, which is far-reaching; and
WHEREAS, This respected legislator has exhibited inspired leadership that has made a profound difference in the lives of Texas citizens, and he may indeed reflect with pride on the myriad contributions he has made to the betterment of this state; now, therefore, be it
