WHEREAS, Among the awards bestowed on Representative Grusendorf have been accolades from the Texas Association of Business, Arlington Chamber of Commerce, Texas Chamber of Commerce, Young Conservatives of Texas, American Legislative Exchange Council, Free Market Foundation of Texas, Association of Texas Professional Educators, and Suburban Schools Association; and
WHEREAS, Kent Grusendorf has brought to his work in the house of representatives an unflagging commitment to public service, and through his legislative leadership, he has touched the lives of Texans across the Lone Star State; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature, 3rd Called Session, hereby commend the Honorable Kent Grusendorf for his notable tenure in the Texas House of Representatives and extend to him sincere appreciation for his deep devotion to this state; and, be it further
