WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is pleased to recognize the National Guard Bureau, the Adjutant General, the Texas Army National Guard, the Texas Air National Guard, and the Texas State Guard for their assistance with Hurricane Rita and Hurricane Katrina relief; and

Charles G. Rodriguez, the Texas Military Forces provided vital aid to the devastated citizens of the Gulf Coast in the wake of these two massive hurricanes; and
WHEREAS, These dedicated men and women gave support to local law enforcement agencies with traffic control, evacuations, and other missions to protect life and property; and
WHEREAS, In the early days of the relief effort, Texas forces distributed 20,000 meals and 39,000 bottles of water;
