WHEREAS, Enduring repeated bouts of cancer with grace and determination, she became a highly effective advocate who played a key role in winning several grants and research donations for M. D. Anderson Hospital; moreover, she gave of her time without reserve to encourage and support others struggling with the disease; and
WHEREAS, Colleen Tough was dearly loved for her gentleness and kindness and for her irrepressible effervescence, and she will be sorely missed by all who had the great privilege of sharing in the richness of her life; now, therefore, be it
