WHEREAS, Mr. Buster was the Lamar County commissioner of Precinct 3 from 1977 to 1988 and again from 1992 to 1996, and he was recognized as a dedicated public servant by his peers in the community; he enjoyed membership with the Lamar County Chamber of Commerce, the Lamar County Democratic Party, and the Veterans of Foreign Wars of the United States and Lamar County, and he also served as president of the Mount Tabor Cemetery Association; and
WHEREAS, This esteemed gentleman was affiliated with Odd Fellows, the Lions Club, the Red River Valley Fair Association, and the Lamar Point Volunteer Fire Department; he was also active in the Boy Scouts of America, 4-H, the Senior Citizen Board, and Sumner United Methodist Church, where he served as a trustee and as a member of the Methodist Men of North Lamar Parish; and
WHEREAS, A loving husband and a devoted father and grandfather, Gene Buster was that rare individual who put the needs of others above his own personal needs, and although he is dearly missed by his family and friends, his spirit lives on through his myriad contributions to his community and his fellow citizens; now, therefore, be it
