WHEREAS, Throughout his distinguished career as a lawyer and educator, Dr. Trevathan enjoyed the love and support of his wife, Phyllis, and his daughters, Carol, Julie, and Karen; he found additional strength and sense of purpose through his affiliation with Hillcrest Church of Christ; and
WHEREAS, Charles Trevathan was a man of compassion and generosity, and though his passing has left a void in the lives of those who knew and loved him, his spirit will remain with them always; now, therefore, be it
