WHEREAS, This esteemed public servant is a graduate of Illinois Wesleyan University who holds certification in speech/pathology from George Peabody College for Teachers and a master's degree from Texas Christian University; an alumnus of Leadership Fort Worth, she is currently a member of Forum Fort Worth; and
WHEREAS, Through her dedication and commitment, Dionne Bagsby has gained the respect and appreciation of countless citizens of Tarrant County, and her many friends and colleagues wish her every happiness as she embarks on this new chapter in her life; now, therefore, be it
