WHEREAS, Engaged in a host of civic endeavors, Ms. Maes serves as a chamber of commerce ambassador and as a member of committees that support the work of the police department and the school district; in addition, she strives to make the Angleton community a safer place in which to live, work, and raise a family by promoting public awareness of EMS and safety issues and by fostering relationships with the Angleton Volunteer Fire Department and Memorial Hermann Life Flight air ambulance service; and
WHEREAS, Ms. Maes initiated the request for legislation that resulted in the Move Over Act passed by the 78th Texas Legislature; this measure requires drivers to slow down and move over when emergency personnel are working on the side of the road and has created a much safer environment for first responders and law enforcement officers; and
WHEREAS, Unwavering in her commitment to the welfare of her fellow Texans, Ms. Maes takes ambulance calls day and night, in addition to handling myriad administrative duties; her exemplary efforts are an inspiration to all who know her, and it is a pleasure to honor her at this time; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Lucille Maes on her receipt of the 2004 EMS Administrator Award from the Texas Department of State Health Services and extend to her heartfelt wishes for continued success in all her endeavors; and, be it further
