WHEREAS, A lifetime member of Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity, Inc., and a 50-year member of the Fisk University Alumnae Association, Mr. Wallace received the Silver Beaver award for his years of service to scouting; and
WHEREAS, Those fortunate enough to have known Theodore Wallace will remember his unwavering love of family and community, and although he will be greatly missed, his legacy will live on in the hearts of those whose lives he so richly blessed; now, therefore, be it
