WHEREAS, Throughout all of her endeavors, this esteemed educator has enjoyed the support of a close-knit family, especially that of her beloved husband of 45 years, Ed Snyder; and
WHEREAS, The commitment with which Gloria Snyder approaches her profession is an inspiration to all who know her, and her hard work and dedication to excellence in education have immeasurably enriched the lives of countless students, teachers, and parents; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature honor Gloria Hoffman Snyder on her 25th anniversary as head of the Parish Episcopal School and extend to her sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
