WHEREAS, Words cannot lessen the grief felt by the family and friends of this heroic Texan, but those who knew and loved him may take comfort in the knowledge that he died bravely and was proud to be serving his nation; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Staff Sergeant Ray Rangel and extend deepest sympathy to his family: to his wife, Selena Rangel; to his children, Justin, Jacob, Gabriel, and Lilliana Rangel; to his parents, Federico and Cynthia Rangel; to his sisters, Rebecca Lugo, Melissa Esquivel, and Priscilla Rangel; to his grandparents, Eduarda and Jose Carreon; and to the many other relatives and friends of this courageous American; and, be it further
