WHEREAS, A respected community leader, Mr. Godfrey was president of the United Fund, Jacksonville Public Library, and local Kiwanis club, as well as a lieutenant governor with the Kiwanis organization; he was on the boards of directors of the chamber of commerce and the Jacksonville Industrial Foundation, and he served as mayor and on the city council; an active congregant of the First Presbyterian Church for nearly 70 years, he was selected an advisory director of Austin Bank and was on the Nan Travis Hospital board for 30 years; and
WHEREAS, Crawford Godfrey touched the lives of countless individuals during his lifetime, and he will long be remembered for his impressive achievements and his unwavering commitment to his community; now, therefore, be it
