WHEREAS, Today the city is incorporated and includes a city hall, a modern elementary school that is part of the Harlingen Consolidated Independent School District, and a branch post office; although its population is modest, Primera continues to be an important contributor to the vibrancy of South Texas; and
WHEREAS, The residents of Primera loyally support their city by preserving its rich history and preparing for a productive future, and it is a pleasure to honor them on this special occasion; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the residents of Primera on the occasion of the town's 50th anniversary and extend to them sincere best wishes for a memorable celebration of this noteworthy event.
