WHEREAS, He has served his alma mater as a member of the ACU National Development Council and as a member of the ACU Board of Trustees and was named the ACU Outstanding Alumnus of the Year in 1964; and
WHEREAS, His lifetime of public service culminated in the establishment of the Jack Pope Fellows Program at Abilene Christian University whereby young men and women complete a public service program preparing them to serve others throughout the world; and
WHEREAS, He and his late wife, Allene, reared two fine young sons, Jackson and Allan, and had a loving and enduring marriage for more than 65 well-lived years; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the Texas House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature honor Judge Jack Pope for his dedicated service to the State of Texas and our great nation on this milestone occasion in his life; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for Judge Jack Pope and his family as an expression of high regard and heartiest congratulations from the Texas House of Representatives.
