WHEREAS, Sergeant Schwanke is the recipient of the Air Force Commendation Medal, Joint Service Commendation Medal, and Meritorious Service Medal; moreover, she has garnered numerous awards and letters of appreciation for her work with the community; and
WHEREAS, Greatly respected for her unfailing professionalism, significant expertise, and consistent commitment to excellence, Sergeant Schwanke has embodied the highest standards of the United States armed forces, and her efforts in this nation's behalf are deserving of her fellow citizens' deepest respect and gratitude; now, therefore, be it
