WHEREAS, Ms. Bedell, who will attend Baylor University in the fall of 2005, won the UIL Class 5A cross country championship in 2004, setting state and course records with a time of 10 minutes, 39.2 seconds, on a 3.2-kilometer course at Old Settler's Park in Round Rock; she is also the reigning UIL record-holder in the mile; and
WHEREAS, This dedicated student-athlete has earned the respect and admiration of her peers, demonstrating a commitment to excellence in all her endeavors, and she will undoubtedly continue to build on her already impressive list of accomplishments as she undertakes new and exciting challenges in the classroom and on the cross country course; now, therefore, be it
